The aim of the project was to develop and deepen existing transition programme.


The transition project runs for 3 weeks during June, it involves all the students who are coming into the School in the September.  Pupils from feeder schools come into the school for 3 double period sessions and work on developing a presentation about the local area and what makes it a GREAT place to live and work.  Each of the groups consists of 5 students, 2 year 8 students from Fir Vale and 3 from the family of schools  The skills that are developed include, teamwork, leadership, communication, presentation and determination.


It was necessary to have a final session is for the whole cohort as groups had not quite completed their presentations.


There was a celebration event to showcase the students work and to announce the 3 winners with the best projects. This involves students and parents from the winning groups handing out the prizes to the winners.
