Learning


Initial training occurred with Clyde Broadcasting, (suppliers of the Podcast equipment) 3 students and 3 teachers undertook this training. First Podcast produced 4 weeks after training.


One student from the Gifted and Talented Cohort is now training students and teachers in potential of the equipment. 


Key Point - the podcast is being delivered to all pupils, thought the active tutorial programme reflecting the impact of the enterprise funding on ALL pupils across the whole Academy


Purchase of Podcasting equipment was problematic eventually funded £16K internally to get the right equipment


Equipment developed a fault and was away for 2 months to be repaired
